Synopsis:

On January 4, 2010, officers from the Porterville Police Department were called to the campus of
Monache High School regarding acts of vandalism. Unknown suspects had vandalized multiple
locations on the school grounds causing damage estimated in the area of $10,000. Multiple windows
were damaged and graffiti had been placed on multiple locations.

In response to the initial report, the case was assigned to the Porterville Police Department’s General
Investigations Unit for investigation. Leads developed by detectives led them to a residence in the 500
block of N. Delta. Evidence found at that location led to the arrest of Federico Aceves on charges of
felony vandalism.

While at the residence, detectives also discovered evidence of an indoor marijuana grow under the
control of Luis Aceves. Luis was subsequently arrested for cultivation of marijuana.
